
REDD is a set of steps designed to use market/
financial incentives in order to reduce the emissions 
of greenhouse gases (water vapor, carbon dioxide, 
methane, nitrous oxide, and ozone) from deforestation 
and forest degradation.

Deforestation results in immediate release of the carbon 
originally stored in the trees as CO2 emissions.
